GUEST PREACHER BIOS

James M. Shopshire, Sr., Ph.D., Professor of Sociology of
Religion, Emeritus, Wesley Theological Seminary has been an
active clergy affiliate member of Asbury United Methodist
Church for over 30 years.

Bishop Forrest C. Stith, Retired Bishop, United Methodist Church is
currently the Bishop in Residence at Asbury United Methodist
Church. His hometown is Lincoln, Nebraska, and he is a graduate
of the University of Nebraska with a B.S. in history and education.
He received the M.Div. degree from Drew Theological Seminary in
New Jersey, and holds honorary Doctorate degrees from Nebraska
Wesleyan University and McDaniel College.

Bishop Stith was ordained in 1958 in the Baltimore conference, and for several years
was a pastor, community and civil rights activist, followed by service as a Baltimore
Washington Conference Executive and District Superintendent. He was also an
Adjunct Professor at Wesley Theological Seminary. He was elected to the U.M.
episcopacy in 1984, serving in two areas as Bishop, in upstate New York, (eight
years) and downstate (New York City) until retirement in 1996. He was noted as a
preacher, administrator, pastor, teacher, and global traveler-leader. After
retirement, he and Josephine, his wife, served for four years in East Africa under the
auspices of the UMCOR, and the Council of Bishops.

After retirement, he helped found the African American Methodist Heritage Center,
Inc., where he served as president for ten years and is now President Emeritus.

He and his wife live in Upper Marlboro Maryland, where he continues to respond to
church requests, enjoys reading and participating in sports (from his favorite lounge
chair.) He and Josephine, a long time Public school educator, continue to enjoy
children, hobbies, and being near their daughter, and son-in-law Lori and Mark
Robinson.

ASBURYANS UNITE TOFUND THE FURNACE!!!

Fellow Asburyans,
We need your support to replace the boilers at Asbury, and we need it right away!

Boilers are used to heat the sanctuary and theOld Social Hall of our 100+ year old church

building. Asbury has two boilers. These boilershave cracked and are no longer operable. At the
end of the winter season this year, in a routine, mandatory inspection of the boilers at Asbury, a
District of Columbia government inspector Ored-taggedO the boilers for being out of compliance.
When the Board of Trustees soughtto correct the compliance issue, it was determined that the cost
of repairing the two boilers was almost as much asit would cost to buy a new boiler, and no service
provider was willing to guarantee how many more years of service the boilers would provide after
repair. Additional inspection also revealed that several of the eight radiators in the church were in
need of service or replacement.

After extensive consultation with boiler service pr oviders, the Trustees determined the following:

e replacement is more cost effective than repair;

« two boilers should be replaced with one for increased efficiency;

o radiators need an upgrade;

« the piping and electric system connected tothe boiler should be modernized; and,
o the boiler pad should be leveled.

All of this work must take place before the start of the
cooler weather. To ensure thework is finished before it
starts to get cold, a new boiler must be installed by
September 30, 2017.

$90,000, depending on how extensive the work to
modernize the piping system and labor charges. The
Trustees will enter into a contract with a vendor in
August so that work may begin in September.

We do not want to take out a loan for this work, and
funds remaining in our capital account are insufficient to
cover the cost of this project. Replacing the boiler to
heat the church is something that we must do,
and we must do itnow . Delay is not an option. We
need to finance the boiler replacement on a Opay-as-you-
goO basis, which is why wavill need all Asburyans to
step-up between now and Homecoming in September to
pay for this critical work. Special envelopes have been
prepared for this purpose. Please give generously. Give
often. LetOs get this done!!!
